With the President issuing pardons to many
N inmates during the celebration of independ-
M ence last month, many of the tradesmen
were released so work is going slower then
expected. However, we are now welding the
windows and doors according to security

regulations of the prison department and expect the walls
to be completed by next week.

We have also distributed a number of bibles in various pris-
ons around the Province and this week we will be travelling
to 4 prisons to monitor the AFCM Bible schools that are
running in Kisumu, Naivasha, Nairobi and Mombasa.

The last group of prison inmates graduated as Professional
Guidance and Counselors in May and are now putting into
practice what they learnt which will contribute to conflict
mitigation within the prison and by extension out of the
prison walls upon their release.

We witnessed a home coming last month where 3 former
inmates and graduates of AFCMITC came together and testi-
fied before their families and local government representa-
tives of the radical change that had taken place in their lives
whilst in prison through Christ.

currently we have 13 Prisons run-
ning with AFCMITC and our next
graduation classes are planned for
November 2010.
